The
instructor finds an educational
resource in which Learner Op-
tions, a GPIl personalisation
tool, has been implemented. At
the beginning of the class she
gives the students a demonstra-
tion of how to use this tool to
set the site up to meet their
individual learning needs.

Using the Learner Options panel
one student turns on
text-to-speech and then sets the
contrast to black on yellow,
increases the text size, and
changes the font. He finds that
these settings help him to follow
along with the text as he is
listening, which helps his lan-
guage comprehension.

Upon landing on the webpage
one student opens the Learner
Options panel and tries a few
different contrast settings out.
She finds that the low contrast
setting eases her eye strain. At
the same time she activates the
“underline and bold links” to
make them easier for her to
identify.
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Two students are working
together and want to magnify
the text so that both of them
can see it. They open the
Learner Options panel and try
out the “Text Size” slider. Once
they've adjusted it to their liking
they turn on Simplify and they
find that this makes it easier to
follow along with the main con-
tent together.
