Montreal of the 1930s and 1940s as seen through 
the works of artists in the city's Jewish community. 
This exhibition, comprised of works from the Musée 
national des beaux-arts du Québec and the McCord 
Museum, highlights the artistic contribution of these 
creative individuals, who were true witnesses to 
their era. Discover how artists such as Moe 
Reinblatt and Ernst Neumann portrayed Montreal, 
the day-to-day life of the working class, the Great 
Depression, and the rise of fascism. History is 
viewed from the perspective of a generation of 
artists who helped develop a new art form-one less 
centred on landscape, country life and the search 
for identity.

The exhibition focuses on three main themes. The 
first is dedicated to the city's human and formal 
dimensions. It unveils to visitors the atmosphere, 
neighbourhoods and architecture of the Montreal of 
the time and opens a window on the often 
surprising lives of workers and the misery that had 
become part of urban life during the Depression. 
The second theme revolves around World War II 
and the key issues that galvanized the world in its 
fight against Hitler and fascism. The third and final 
theme focuses on the artistic community and 
transports the visitor to the intimate realm of the 
studio.
